Membership Renewals Due
Fees Unchanged for 2008

The approach of year's end means it's time to renew your
memberships. A renewal form is attached to this news-
letter and the form can also be downloaded from the web
site. After a lively debate at the November meeting, your
Board voted to concentrate on membership growth and
keep membership and other fees for 2008 at the same
level they were in 2007. So please get your forms and
checks in by the end of January. Members who just
joined for the first time after Nov 1 are already paid up for
the year. Those who joined after July 1 need pay only
half the annual dues for next year.

If you know it's
someone’s turn, it's okay to remind them. That will help make sure that everyone who wants to ski, gets to ski.

Message from the President

At our last board meeting we talked a lot about raising
rates. Each year this topic comes up and we have to
decide what is best for the club. A balance sheet alone
does not give us a look at the big picture. More revenue
from existing members is not enough to fully support
the health of the club. We need to have new members
join up, becoming drivers, and some becoming launch-
ers. We decided that growth would be the best direc-
tion for the club. Membership levels (not including
nonpaying child members) have hovered around the
80—85 mark for a couple of years now, but we've
never broken through that target 100 member level.
Revenue from new members would also help with the
balance sheet, solving two problems at one time. This
is where you, the veteran club member comes into the
picture. This is your chance to do something for your
club. If every person were to tell friends about the club,
it is possible we could recruit 15 to 20 new mem-

bers. The potential new members can be people with
or without prior boating, skiing, or wakeboarding experi-
ence. The club has a lot to offer families and friends.
So please do your part and help find a few friends that

are interested in having a good time on the water and
bring them down to the bay or to the river. Over the
years club members have taught many newbies how to
ski and wakeboard, and river trips can be a big thrill for
the uninitiated. | want to thank all members for their
support this past year and wish everyone a happy and
healthy holiday season.
